
Step 2: Insert barrel nut into hole in mainframe, ensure one of the 
threaded holes in the barrel nut is oriented towards the front of the 
bow, equal amounts of the barrel nut should protrude from both sides 
of mainframe once properly centred:
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Step 1: Locate stock assembly, riser assembly, barrel nut, 3/16 hex 
allen key & 5/16-18 x 2.25” long flat head cap screw:

NOTE: Confirm the 
top of the riser and 
mainframe are flush 
after assembly

Step 3: Align the riser assembly with the stock assembly:

Step 5: FOLLOW QUIVER MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS TO COMPLETE 
ASSEMBLY.

Step 4: Insert 5/16-18 x 2.25” 
flat head cap screw through the 
riser assembly and thread into 
the barrel nut, you may need to 
rotate the barrel nut slightly to 
perfect the thread and fastener 
alignment. Tighten with 3/16” 
allen key:
